School is generally the first place that chil-

dren are required to interact daily with a 

large number of people outside of their 

family group. Some children find this an 

easy transition but for others it can be quite 

difficult. We know that families are all differ-

ent in size, make-up, values, religion, be-

liefs and rules and it is not for us to say 

what is right or wrong.  Children need to 

learn to take turns, compromise, share, 

listen to other people’s opinions, think about 

how other people feel and learn to quickly 

make choices about how they should act or 

react in a situation. Just like adults, children 

make mistakes and don’t always make the 

best choice.  This includes issues between 

friends and classmates. When a problem 

arises there is always more than one side to 

the story. When we work through any issue 

we make sure that all involved are heard 

and then we can work though what has 

actually happened. 

It is essential that we all work together. At 

time, children will come home to parents 

and share something that may have hap-

pened. We must keep in mind that there is 

often more to the incident than is being 

shared and for issues to be dealt with fairly, 

we need the opportunity to follow up. To 

assist us with this we ask that before taking 

matters into your own hands and approach-

ing other parents, contact the class teacher 

or leadership staff. We are then able to 

follow up appropriately.
